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NATURAL GAS PIPELINE

" The Township received notification from a
company called Williams, the owner of the
Transco natural gas pipeline. Transco is a
10,000-mile natural gas transportation system
that extends from South Texas to New York City.
Williams is currently conducting feasibility
- studies for a proposed 250-mile pipeline project,
called the Atlantic Access Pipeline, which would
begin at the Pennsylvania-West Virginia state
line and extend 235 miles across Pennsylvania to
its destination in Delta PA. This route is expected
to travel through properties in Hopewell
Township along the _Plank Road corridor and the
Hickory Road corridor if the project moves
torward. If your property is along this proposed
route, you would have already received a letter
from Williams requesting permission to enter
your property for surveying. The Supervisors
have requested Williams to provide them with: a
map of the route; a list of the proposed properties
affected; and to schedule a meeting for company
officials to meet with the Supervisors and the
proposed property owners. At this writing, the
company has responded that the list of affected
property owners is confidential and they are not
ready to meet with the property owners at this
time but will do so in the near future. Williams

The new contract continues to require trash pick-
up on Tuesdays and Fridays, however, recycling
will be picked up on Fridays instead of Tuesdays
beginning in 2012. The cost for yellow bags will
remain the same and the basic service cost will be
$1.c0 less each quarter ($67.50).

WINTER IS COMING
Following are some suggestions to help alleviate
problems experienced during wintry weather:

Check your mailbox now to make sure it is firmly
secured in the ground and can withstand the
weight of snow being tossed from a plow. The

municipality is not liable for damaged mailboxes.

When winter weather is predicted, do not park on
the road so the snowplows can get through and do
athorough job. '

Do not shovel snow into the road.

Place snow on the side of your driveway opposite
the direction the plow will travel. This way, the
plow will carry snow away from your driveway
rather than back into it.

If possible, wait until the road has been
completely plowed before cleaning out your
driveway to avoid the plow closing your driveway.

Remove basketball hoops, soccer nets and any
other apparatus from the road. If damaged by
the snowplow, the Townshlp will not reimburse
the owner.
